Local Control and Accountability Plan: 
LCAP  

 • The Local Control Funding Formula (LCFF) requires the creation of a 
Local Control and Accountability Plan (LCAP) 

• The LCAP is a three year plan, due July 1, 2014. 

• The District’s LCAP must include a description of the following: 

• Annual Goals and Progress Indicators to measure student outcomes 

• Actions, Services and Expenditures designed to improve student 
learning 

• Process used to Engage Stakeholders: parents, teachers, administrators, 
staff, students, unions, and others

Full Engagement with School

Goal 2: The number of students who are 
chronically absent (more than 18 days) will be 
reduced by 10% each year. 

Goal 3: The number of African-American 
students who are suspended from middle 
and high schools will be reduced each year 
from the current number by 15%.

 Goal 8: By 2016-17, 90% or more students will 
successfully complete all courses needed for 
the college of their choice and/or courses that 
prepare students for a career. Targeted 
subgroups will increase graduation and high 
school exit exam passage rates by 2-5% 
annually until they reach 90%.
